historical #6 oil release from old resort mobilized due to area heating, one
locomotive derailment-ruptured fuel tanks
« Mt Washington Hotel — in-land area response
— 8 Hazardous substances; ACM, chemical fires, one ammonia, one ricin,

typically perform air monitoring

Other activations
— Hurricanes Irma, Maria, Harvey & CA Wildfires - Next Slide
— 1 Premobilization - Boston Marathon
» 48 AreaRAEs for air monitoring along Marathon route

» 3320 support days
« Equivalent to over 12.8 FTE
« ER Branch committed 6.4 FTE, or about 33% of field staff FY 18 effort
